SPECIFICATION OF FINISH TO POLYFORM PRODUCTS       FORM FIN
POLYSLAB WALLS & CEILINGS

Work is not to commence until slab is protected from rainwater.  
`Rhinolite’ - Clean surfaces. Tape all joints with 48 mm wide `Rhino’ adhesive tape.  
Mix 20 kg of Tylon “Plaskey WB 250” with10 litres of Tylon “Key-it WB 117” Apply the mixture to polystyrene with a block brush - thickness 3mm.  Allow to dry for 24hrs before commencing with plastering. 

Steel trowel 4mm thickness of `Rhinolite’, mixed as per specification on container to achieve the desired smoothness.  Do not mix in larger batches, as `Rhinolite’ must not be reactivated. 

Decoration:  Prior to decoration the Rhinolite surface must be primed with an oil based plaster primer or a suitable primer for emulsion paint. No epoxy paints may be used on RhinoLite.

 Rhinolite to be used in internal applications only

POLYSTAIRS

Roughen surface with a wire brush & clean.  

Mix 20 kg of Tylon “Plaskey WB 250” with10 litres of Tylon “Key-it WB 117” Apply the mixture to polystyrene with a block brush - thickness 3mm.  Allow to dry for 24hrs before commencing screeding 

Apply a 15 mm thick screed to treads & risers of 1 part cement : 2 parts grit : 2 parts plaster sand mixed with some microfibres[available from Maritzburg Ready Mixed Concrete].  
Lay tiles or similar on screed.
